Your PowerPoint must include the following: 

· Title Slide: Name of Conflict and Dates

· Map: At least one map of areas involved, if not a map displaying some aspect of the conflict

· Origins of the Conflict (What lead to this particular conflict?)

· Description of the conflict from the U.S. perspective AND the Soviet perspective 

· ”Winner” of the conflict WITH an explanation of the long AND short term effects 

· “Temperature” of the conflict with an explanation as to how close the two countries really were to war (High temperatures mean VERY close to WWIII)
