
World Religions Group Project

Purpose:  Tracing the development and spread of world religions is an integral part of understanding world history. The goal of this assignment is to open your eyes and increase your knowledge of multiple world religions, as well as other important regional belief systems, in order to better understand global, regional, and interregional history across centuries.
Assignment: In a group of 3-5, you are going to create an oral presentation on your assigned religion, which will be one of the following:

· Christianity

· Islam

· Judaism

· Buddhism

· Hinduism

· Confucianism

· Daoism

Once you are assigned a religion, your group will research it and create an oral presentation, including a power point. Every group member must have a speaking role in the oral presentation. Your presentation must include at least one slide one each of the following types of information:

· Main ideas: Description of the belief system 
· Who is God?

· Where do we go when we die?

· How should we act on earth?

· Main people: Important historical and/or current figures (at least 3)
· With pictures or drawings
· Descriptions of who/why those people are important must be included either written on the slide or verbally during your presentation
· Origins of the religion
· Who started the religion? (specific person or group of people)
· Why did they start the religion?

· Where did the religion start?
· When did the religion start?
· Timeline: Include 6-10 important events of the religion
· Must include date and event
· No more than 10

· May not be copied and pasted from another source

· Map depicting the spread of the religion
· You must include the website where your maps came from
· Must show the movement of that religion –or-
· You may use two or more maps to explain the movement in your presentation

· You may find a video or animated video to show the movement if it is specific to your religion

· Symbols associated with that religion
· With pictures or drawings

· Global impact: You need to make at least 3 connections
· Connections to current events

· Connections to literature

· Connections to politics

· Connections to education

Sources: 

You must keep a list of ALL sources used

Sources must be cited correctly – you may use one of the citation machines

Ask.com and About.com may not count as one of your sources for this project

Plagiarism will not be tolerated
Plagiarism includes but it not limited to:

· copying words or ideas from someone else without giving credit 

· failing to put a quotation in quotation marks 

· giving incorrect information about the source of a quotation 

· changing words but copying the sentence structure of a source without giving credit
