Text: World History (Glencoe 2005)
Course Description (taken from Michigan Department of Education website):

Michigan’s World History and Geography takes a global and comparative approach to studying the world and its past to develop a greater understanding of worldwide events, processes, and interactions and the world’s people, cultures, societies, and environment. Students will focus on five large historical and geographic patterns:

· The causes, consequences, and patterns of changes in human governance systems and changes over time

· The causes, consequences, and patterns of interactions among societies and regions, including trade, war, diplomacy, and international institutions

· The impact of demographic, technological, environmental, and economic changes on people, their culture, and their environment

· Causes, consequences, and patterns of cultural, intellectual, religious, and social changes across the world, and among and within societies

· The relationship between the environment and global and regional developments in population, settlement, economy, and politics
Required materials (Daily)

· Spiral notebook for class notes (70-100 pages)

· 3-ring binder (1”) to contain ALL class work and handouts 
· Pen or pencil

· A fully charged Chromebook

· Headphones (if you would like to be able to listen to music or watch an educational video)

CLASSROOM RULES:

CONSEQUENCES (standard MHS policy):

· Students will keep all of their work to use as a study aid for potential tests, quizzes, and homework.

GRADING:

Grades will be determined by a point system. You earn points by demonstrating skill, knowledge, and understanding via completed class work, homework, quizzes, tests, journals, essays, projects, class participation, etc. Each assignment will be worth a designated number of points. The grades will be determined by dividing the number of points earned by the total number of points possible. You must earn at least a 60% for the semester to receive credit. Updated grades will be posted in the classroom at the beginning of each week. Remember, I do not give you a grade, you earn it!

LATE WORK:

Missing and/or consistently late assignments are the main reason that students do poorly in class. Homework assignments are expected to be ready to be turned in AT THE START OF CLASS. If your homework is not done on the day it is due, you may turn in it late for 60% of what you would have earned without any late penalty. Late work will be accepted for only one day after the original due date. 

TEST RE-TAKES:

Students who earn a failing grade on a test will be allowed another attempt to show they have mastered more of the content. The maximum score a student can receive on a recovery attempt is 70%.

ABSENCES:
· If absent, you may have two days to make up the work you missed. You are responsible making arrangements to make up a quiz or test you have missed. You are not exempt from work missed.

· Upon return, you are responsible for checking the Absent Box for instructions and handouts. You must also turn in the homework that was due the day you were absent. Ask your classmates if you have any questions and please see me for any further clarification.
